Viola Congress and Primrose Competition participants will be housed at Hassayampa Academic Village,
a residence hall that opened in 2007 and is located at the northeast corner of McAllister Road and
Apache Boulevard on the Tempe main campus. Rooms provide double occupancy accommodations with
suite-style bathrooms (2 rooms with bathroom in between). Amenities include: 24-hour campus security
and front desk services, laundry facilities, vending machines, study lounges, and air conditioning. The
ASU School of Music and Gammage Auditorium are a short distance by foot. Campus shuttles (FLASH
bus) run every ten minutes and service the ASU campus and downtown Tempe. Meal plans are not
available at this residence facility. A list of dining options and nearby restaurants will be provided when
you receive written confirmation of your housing assignment.

Several housing options are available. A 4-night minimum stay is required to stay in this facility. Please
plan accordingly; exceptions cannot be made. Check the option you prefer:

A. 4-night rate (room + linen):

B. 7-night rate (room + linen):
$200 total for 7 nights with roommate

If you are interested in these accommodations, please book as soon as
possible. The deadline to request housing is May 15, 2008.
